 GENERAL INFORMATION - POLICIES 

 1.  This  event  is  a  PRIVILEGE,  not  a  right.  The  school  and  teachers  provided  the  students  with  behavioral 
 expectations  for  the  last  couple  of  months  of  school.  Students  who  have  not  adhered  to  those 
 expectations  will  not  be  allowed  to  attend  this  free  event  that  is  sponsored  by  the  Hight  (Cheetah)  PTA  . 
 Packets  must  include  a  teacher’s  signature,  and  can  be  revoked  prior  to  the  event  should  the  student 
 discontinue following the behavioral expectations set forth by the school and teachers. 

 2.  Students  intending  to  attend  the  event  must  have  a  completed  checklist  and  packet  before  entry. 
 Completed  packets  should  be  turned  in  to  teachers  or  the  office  by  Thursday,  May  19th,  or  can  be 
 brought  to  the  event  on  Friday,  May  20th,  with  parent/guardian  on-hand  to  ensure  all  paperwork  is 
 completed.

 3.  Check-in  begins  at  5:00  PM  and  closes  at  6:30  PM.  If  later  accommodations  are  needed,  please  email 
 hahclassof2029@gmail.com  by 5pm on Thursday, May 19th. 

 4.  Grad  Night  will  last  until  8:00  PM.  Students  cannot  leave  on  their  own  prior  to  that  time  unless  prior 
 arrangements  have  been  made  (please  email  hahclassof2029@gmail.com  ).  Students  are  expected  to 
 leave  promptly  at  the  end  of  the  event.  We  will  start  reaching  out  to  emergency  contacts  by  8:10pm  if 
 students are still at the school.

 6.  Students  will  be  issued  wristbands  and  are  required  to  wear  their  wristband  the  duration  of  the 
 event.  This will be used for identification purposes for raffle prizes. 

 7.  Students  should  not  bring  money  or  personal  belongings.  They  should  wear  comfortable  clothing 
 and  everything  else  they  need  will  be  supplied.  All  personal  items  must  be  checked-in  and  will  be  placed 
 in  the  student’s  personal  bag  located  at  check-in  for  the  duration  of  the  event.  The  Grad  Night  Committee 
 and volunteers accept no liability for lost or damaged items. 

 8.  All  school  rules  apply  to  medications.  A  PTA  Parent’s  Approval  and  Student  Waiver  form  must  be 
 completed and submitted. 

 9.  School  and  event  rules  apply  .  Students  not  following  school  and  event  rules  will  be  placed  in  a 
 designated  time-out  area  and/or  parent/guardian  will  be  called  for  immediate  pick-up  ,  depending  on  the 
 severity of the infraction, which is at the discretion of the event leaders. 

 10.  No  visitors  will  be  permitted.  This  event  is  open  only  to  the  Hight  5th  graders  who  have  completed 
 packets  turned  in.  Parent  volunteers  are  allowed,  as  long  as  they  have  attended  a  Cheetah  5th-Grade 
 Grad  Night  Volunteer  Zoom  Orientation  prior  to  the  event.
