Deeper Reading Throughout the Week
CCCSS: 
-Ask and answer questions about key details in a text.1.RL.1
-Retell stories, including key details, and demonstrate understanding of their central message or lesson. 1.RL.2

Student Objectives:
Day 1: I can read Fox on a Rock multiple times, to help me become a faster reader.
Day 2: I can explain what words mean that I didn’t know about before.
Day 3: I can retell the story sequence for Fox on a Rock by writing it and reading it aloud.
Day 4: I can answer questions about the story Fox on a Rock.
Day 5: I can read Fox on a Rock multiple times, to help me become a faster reader.
This is a weeklong process that you can do with your class. I do this process with books that have a little more meat to them. I usually buy them from teachers pay teachers or https://www.readinga-z.com/ . I don’t always use books that are focusing on the phonics lesson for the week, but it is great practice if you do so. If you teach your class all of these steps, and do this every week, or every other week with a book, they catch on really quickly and get better at the process. This is very basic as this is just a guide of something I do that works for my class and me. My students love to get up and work in groups but this can be changed to be something that is done together, whole-class.
Choose a printable book that focuses on short “o” words.

For this lesson, I have chosen the book Fox on a Rock from Treasures Unit 1 Week  2, because we all have access to this.

Day 1
With the students flip through the book and just look at the pictures in the story. Ask them questions about the pictures:
“What do you think this story is going to be about?” etc.
Read the story one time through together as a class.

Have the students read the book together in partners. (1.RF.4)
Day 2

Go back through the story but this time look for vocabulary words that they don’t know. Ask the students to raise their hand if they hear a word they don’t understand. 
Use the vocab sheet and record the words, come up with a definition, and draw a picture that helps to show understanding of the word, together as a class. While the students are using the sheet, I typically do the same thing but on large chart paper. 
For Fox on a Rock you could use the words: pond, box, etc.
This is why it is helpful to choose a story that has richer vocabulary words in it, while this story, Fox on a Rock, only has a few.  (1.L.4)
Example:

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Day 3
On the third day I have giant poster paper that is split up into three sections. I group my students into groups of three and as a team they must write the beginning, middle, and end of the story we are focusing on. 
I let them use a scented marker to write with because I found this engages them more. You need to model how a group should work together and sharing of the marker. 

As a team they come up with the sentences but each person gets a chance to write. Student 1 may write the beginning, Student 2 the middle, and Student 3 the ending of the story (1.W.8)
Example:

Beginning: Mom Fox is looking for Bob Fox.

Middle: Mom Fox needs help finding Bob Fox.

End: Ant helps Mom Fox find Bob Fox.

After the teams have written their story sequence, bring them all back together on the carpet. Groups come up and present their story sequences (a re-tell). (1.SL.6 and 1.RL.2) You can decide if you want to discuss group’s answers or not. This is a great time to put in some accountable talk “I agree/disagree with this group because___________”
Not all students have to speak. This just depends on who I have in the groups, ELL students, special ed, etc.
I have them either:

a.) All read their sentences they wrote together

b.) One person, hold the poster and the other two read the sentences

c.) Take turns each reading a sentence

d.) One student read the names of the students in the groups, another hold the poster, and the last one read the sentences
Day 4

On the 4th day students again are broken up into groups and they have to answer questions from the text. 

Use the comprehension sheet. You can edit and type your own questions based on whatever text you are using. I have included a basic comprehension sheet and an advanced sheet. The difference between the two is the advanced sheet asks for groups to actually go into the text and underline/circle the answer using specific colors. There are both text dependent questions and inference questions. Edit the sheet to include/exclude whatever types of questions you would like. (1.RL.1)
You can have groups present what they have found or collect and see what students have come up with. 

Day 5

Students are reading their book one more time on their own and may color or go back and highlight all of the short o words before taking the book home (1.RF.4).
